
FOUR STEPS TO BEING A REFEREE  
IN REGION 13 

 
Thanks for volunteering! Due to your efforts, 2800 kids in our 
community will have an opportunity to play quality soccer in a 
safe, fair and fun environment.   
 

There are 4 steps to complete in order to be a Referee in Region 13 – one online form, 
two online courses, and one in-person course. Completing these steps ensures that our 
Refs provide a quality experience to our children.  
 
 
1. Register as a Volunteer (online): This must be done every year you volunteer.  
 

a. Log into your account at http://www.eAYSO.org 
b. Apply as either a “new volunteer” or “returning volunteer” 
c. Complete the electronic volunteer application (be sure to accept the E-signature 
agreement).  
d. E-mail Neil Weinberger at cvpa@AYSO13.org, specify your name and 
position, and write, “Please accept my volunteer application.”  

 
2. Complete AYSO’s Safe Haven Training (online): Complete AYSO's Safe Haven 
training online. NOTE – this requirement must only be completed once, not every year.  
 

a. Go to http://www.aysotraining.org 
b. Enter your AYSO ID and last name.  
c. Under "AYSO'S SAFE HAVEN", click “START NOW”  
d. Under “Safe Haven”, click on " Course MT02 - AYSO's Safe Haven”  
e. Complete the course 

 
3. Complete AYSO’s Concussion Awareness Training (online): This takes 30-40 
minutes online. NOTE – this requirement must only be completed once, not every year. 
 

a. Go to http://www.aysotraining.org 
b. Enter your AYSO ID and last name.  
c. Under "AYSO'S SAFE HAVEN", click “START NOW”  
d. Under “Safe Haven”, click on "CDC Concussion Awareness Training”  
e. Complete the course 

 
4. Complete AYSO’s age-appropriate Referee Certification Class (in person): For 
dates/times, click http://ayso13.org/wp-content/uploads/referee-training-dates-2015.pdf.

- to Ref U06, U07, U08:    U8 Official Referee Course 
- to Ref U10, U12 (or AR any level): Basic (Regional) Referee Course  
- to Ref U14:      Intermediate Referee Course 
- to Ref U16, U19:    Advanced (required) / National (preferred)   

 
Note: if you have U8 Official Certification, you only need to take the U8-to-Basic 
Upgrade course in order to earn the Basic (Regional) Certification, but you certainly may 
take the full Basic (Regional) Certification class.  
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
